DRIVING

From the North

From I-65, proceed on I-65 toward downtown Indianapolis. Take exit 114 for Dr. Martin Luther King Jr. Street/West St. Proceed straight ahead for about 0.7 miles through multiple stoplights to Michigan Street. Turn right on Michigan Street to enter campus.  Go through one stoplight, and turn right at the next road (right beneath the pedestrian overpass tunnel) onto Blake Street.  On your right will be a visitor parking garage called North Street Garage.  To enter, turn right onto W. North Street, then right into the garage.  See below for post-parking instructions. 

From the East
From I-70, proceed toward downtown Indianapolis. Several freeways come together near the IUPUI campus. Stay in the lanes for    I-65 Chicago as you near the city. DO NOT follow signs for I-70 West after you pass the Rural Street exit. Take Exit 113, for Dr. Martin Luther King Jr. Street/West Street, which is a LEFT EXIT. After turning left at the light (your only option), proceed straight ahead for about 0.7 miles through multiple stoplights to Michigan Street. Turn right on Michigan Street to enter campus.  Go through one stoplight, and turn right at the next road (right beneath the pedestrian overpass tunnel) onto Blake Street. From the South
As you approach downtown Indianapolis on I-65 going north, continue following the signs for I-65 North to Chicago. After turning left at the light (your only option), proceed straight ahead for about 0.7 miles through multiple stoplights to Michigan Street. Turn right on Michigan Street to enter campus. From the West

From I-65, take Exit 113, for Dr. Martin Luther King Jr. Street/West Street, which is a LEFT EXIT. After turning left at the light (your only option), proceed straight ahead for about 0.7 miles through multiple stoplights to Michigan Street. Turn right on Michigan Street to enter campus.  Go through one stoplight, and turn right at the next road (right beneath the pedestrian overpass tunnel) onto Blake Street.  On your right will be a visitor parking garage called North Street Garage.  To enter, turn right onto W. North Street, then right into the garage.  See below for post-parking instructions.
